The Services We Provide:

Face-to-Face Consultations: These sessions
are offered on a walk-in basis at any of our
locations. Consultations typically last for a
half an hour, and in that time we can discuss
4-5 pages of writing.

Online Consultations: Through writing@
colostate.edu, you can submit drafts to
Writing Center consultants for review. The
service is open to, and utilized by, writers all
over the country.

Writing Center Tutorials: WCTs are de-
signed for students who seek additional help
with academic writing. We offer Placement
WCTs for students who wish to prepare for
CO150, as well as EFL WCTs for students
whose first language is not English. WCTs
require a semester-long commitment to a
weekly, one-hour consultation.

Dedicated Tutoring: Collaborating with
faculty in writing-intensive courses, the
Writing Center “dedicates” a consultant,
who has comprehensive knowledge of
discipline-specific writing conventions, to
work with students in those courses.

Writing Workshops: In association with the
Writing Across the Curriculum Program, the
Writing Center offers many different work-
shops throughout the fall and spring semes-
ters. These workshops address everything
from writing a personal statement to advice
on composing a thesis or dissertation abstract.
